1. BMD Round Robin Study for SP190 mixes – Update
· Comparing variability between MoDOT District Labs
· Have sampled and tested one project already this summer and plan to sample two more.

2. Re-calibration of asphalt mixtures for Pavement ME Design
· Contractors to submit samples through “on-call contract”
i. MoDOT will continue to discuss how this will work
· Lab samples and production samples 
· Includes BP mixes which will be BMD – probably sample and testing in 2027. Will focus on superpave mixes in 2026
· Separate HiMod Research Project 
i. Will include CT, RT and AMPT test samples. Possibly will include test sections with instrument monitoring. Hoping to get this out sometime this winter.

3. I-55 Friction Research Project

4. BMD Pay factor sheet update – seems to be working good so far

5. Implementation Plan for BMD
· No major changes to the Spec needed.
i. Need to continue looking at how we can reduce the amount of testing
· Setting critically aged requirement at mix design – should have enough data soon from current BMD mixes to set a mix design requirement
· BMD for low volume roads 
i. MoDOT and industry will continue to work on developing a JSP.
ii. Goal is to have a JSP developed for some pilot projects to be constructed in 2026.
 
· Tech Training for BMD testing. What all has been learned?
i. MoDOT is working to develop internal training. 
1. Needs to focus on consistency 
ii. BMD will also be added to Linn State SuperPave course

6. Updates to PMTP/FLIR camera Excel Macro
· Allow difference in PRS of up to 10 (currently at 4)
· Set comparison limits to high and low temperatures as well 
· There will need to be multiple comparisons not comparing to warrant verification of equipment. 

7. 401 Joint cores for density 
· Details included in attachments

8. A3 shoulder failure – how to handle?
· Best option is to turn shoulders into gravel until districts have enough money to fix entire roadway
· Full Depth Reclamation might be the same price as full replacement.
· New shoulders need to address drainage and poor subgrade to last.

9. HiMod Pilot Projects (Tentative) 
· More research is needed.
· MoDOT will reach out to Utah to get information on the type of rock they are using for HiMod.
· KU0198 – I-49 Jackson just south of 435 and 470 interchange
i. Lets February 2026
· NW0074 – US 36 Livingston – Intersection realignment at Rt. B near Wheeling – Full depth – Lets February 2027 
· KU0291 – I-70 state line to Manchester Bridge – lets Jan. 2027
